November 1999, During the
investigation of the referral in November of 1999 it became necessary for the social worker to have
mother enter into a contract. Mother was not able to remain clean and sober and there continued to be
concerns for neglect of the children. A dependency petition was filed on 2/18/00 and an in home
dependency was established on 3/3/00. Mother went to inpatient treatment in April of 2000 and girls
were then placed in care due to not being able to attend freatment with their mother, Mother gave
birth to HC during her QI NNNND-d this child remained with her the entire time. Mother
successfully completed QNI in December of 2000. She continued to work on her services and the
older two children were returned fo her home in August of 2001. HC's dépendency was dismissed in
January of 2002 and the other two siblings were dismissed in February of 2002.

Since Hope's death dependency's have been established on her two older sisters. They are currently
placed in'relative care.

Charges have been filed against Rober Beecroft. His trial is set for Februai‘y of 2003,
